The Stanislaus County Library now offers free California State Park day-use passes, available for checkout with
a library card. The new vehicle day-use passes provide entry at more than 200 participating state park units.

These vehicle day-use passes are not valid for per-person entry or tour fees, boat use, camping or special events.
