3. This year, all entries must be submitted digitally. Digital entries

must be saved as a PNG or JPEG, fit within the lines of the box

to the right (2”x 8”), and emailed to contest@stanlibrary.org

along with the completed entry form.

4. One entry per person.

5. Submitted artwork becomes the property of the Stanislaus

County Library and will not be returned.  Artwork may be

reused at the library’s discretion to be posted on Facebook,

Instagram, Twitter, embedded on the library’s website, or

otherwise disseminated to the public.

6. All bookmarks must adhere to copyright laws.  Entries must be

original, hand-created, copyright-free, or, if copyrighted,

each participant is responsible for obtaining written

permission for images used.  If copyrighted, provide the

guidelines by which you are given legal permission.

7. Bookmark entries containing any inappropriate language or

content will be disqualified.  If you have any questions,
